Featured Articles

Judging Longfins
(Material courtesy of AKCA 2007 Seminar — Ray Jordan, Peter Ponzio Guest Speakers)

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Longfin koi were developed over 20 years ago by crossing koi with Indonesian Long finned Carp. Long finned
koi do not conform to the standards of traditional koi, not do they conform to the standards of Goldfish. The
AKCA judging committee has established guidelines in 2006 to standardize how longfins are judged at shows.

Long-Finned Koi will be judged according to these criteria (ranked in order of importance)
Body conformation, finnage, and deportment

0 Body shale should be similar to that of traditional koi; not too think or too fat. Double barbells
arerequired

o Finsshould be proportional to the size of the fish’s body, and should be symmetrical; pectoral,
dorsal and anal and tail fins should complement one another and should not be mis-matched

o0 Bent, damaged, or deformed fins are not desirable

o Theoverall appearance of the fish should be graceful and energetic; fins should be long and
flowing, and the fish should give the impression of swimming with ease

0 Colors should be think and even, with no “windows’ or small-scattered spots. Speckling and/or
shimi spots are not desirable
0 Skinluster (sheen) is asimportant and indicates the overall conditioning and health
0 The pattern edges should be crisp and sharp dividing the colors without blurring of one color to
the next
0 Theground color should be bright, uniform and consi stent
Pattern
o Traditional recognizable koi patterns are preferable to speckled or muted patterns
o Patternswhich arein proportion to the body and are evenly distributed/balanced are favored
Overal Appearance/Elegance
0 Theoveral appearance of an adult Long-Finned Koi should be one of a proportioned body with
graceful matching flowing fins with a fluid swimming motion
0 The appearance of eleganceis heightened by symmetrical, balanced fins, and a robust body
shape. Long fins that appear too skinny or fat or have mismatched fins are not considered
elegant.
Quality should be emphasized as with traditional koi, with emphasis placed on health, size, grace and
swimming motion. Due to the long fins, some fish may have an awkward swimming motion; when swimming
or at rest, fish should appear graceful. Fins should flow with the fish in the water, giving the impression of the
fish gliding through the water.

Editor’s note: Longfins have been availablein the US for quite some time (Blue Ridge Fish Hatchery marketed these
when | first got into koi in 2001). Some Japanese are now breeding longfins for export but they are not popular in Japan.
Thetrandation for longfin in Japanese is Hirenaga, so Japanese longfins are now imported as this new “variety”.

MISCELLANEOUS POND PROBLEMS July 2007

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Asan AKCA Koi Health Advisor for the Southern Arizona Koi Association, | get questions about a variety of pond
problems.

Everyone s pond and fish health situation isunique and interesting. There are many important factor s associated
with the process of analysis and diagnosis, including pond and filtration specs, WQ (water quality) specs, fish
behavior, any historical problems, recent changesto the pond, fish, or filtration, etc. Having as many facts as
possible helps guide the diagnostic process.

Recently, | got acall from a PO (pond owner) who called me saying that he had lost severd large fish in the last two days.
He had no suspicions of what could be causing their deaths, but many more were now appearing sick to him.

When | got there, | began with assessing basic background information.

POND: 9000 gallon pond, five feet deep, relatively straight sided, three years old, concrete with large rocks on the
bottom, large central waterfall. Large abundant emergent vegetation rooted in the rocks on the side.

SETTING: Rim slightly above ground level, no apparent source of runoff into the pond except from the overhanging tin
roof of the back porch.

WATER SOURCE: Unchlorinated well water, water changes limited to replacing water used in monthly filter
backwash.

FILTRATION: ¥ HP salf-priming pump, 2 skimmers, no bottom drain. 4 cu ft. bead filter with blower and backwash to
waste.

MAINTENANCE SCHEDULE: Pond was drained and power washed each of the first two years. Thisyear he elected
not to do so, since everything looked so clear and healthy. Filter isroutinely blown and backwashed once a month.

RECENT HISTORY: No new fishin last three years. Possible runoff into pond from tin roof that had recently been
patched with roofing tar.

PRESENTATION: Lotsof perimeter vegetation, rocks on bottom were clean looking except for a healthy algae coat.
Skimmer baskets clear, water not stained or cloudy. Ammonia, nitrites, and nitrates near zero. No obnoxious odors.

FISH APPEARANCE: Twenty or so large (20-26") koi lolling near surface, very low energy, barely responding to
stimuli. All fish were very red and veiny. The picture did not make sense, so | began digging deeper.

Hereisthe more detailed history | got:

The PO had recently taken a two week trip to Europe. He had left his house, dog, and koi pond to a house sitter, with
instructions on feeding the fish, but with no emergency contacts.

Right after he left for histrip, the pond pump motor had burned out and died in the monsoons, leaving the pond without
waterfall or circulation.

The pond sitter did not panic, since the fish seemed to behaving normally, the water looked clear, and there was plenty of
overhanging shade from the pond plants and mesquite trees.

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When the pond owner returned home, he called alocal pond maintenance company for help. After aweek of not getting
service from them, he decided to order and install a new pump himself. This process added another two weeks to the two
weeks the pump had aready been out of operation.

After proudly figuring out how to cut and glue PV C pipe, the PO fired up the system. The water was murky for a day or
s0, but then cleared up.

A few days after that, disaster struck. Three dead fish at the surface, and otherslooking very sick.
When | got into digging deeper for details, | went back to the biggest recent change, the new pump motor.

| questioned the PO as to the procedure he had used to flush the bead filter after it had sat for afew weeks. Surprise! He
sheepishly admitted that when he got the new pump plumbed and ready to fire up, he was so excited to get water moving
again that he did not even think about organic matter in the filter.

The PO had not backwashed the filter for two weeks before his trip, since he was expecting to do so upon hisreturn. The
bead filter, with two weeks of fish waste, had then been percolating in the hot July sun, for atotal of over four weeks. A
cloud of decaying organic mulm, festering in the July heat inside the bead filter, was pumped into the pond when the
pump was restarted. After aday or so, the pond had visually cleared up, and he had forgotten about the nasty brown cloud
of muck.

| poked around in the bottom of the pond between the big rocks. There were several inches of muck in some places,
despite the crystal clear water.

DIAGNOSIS:

The decaying brown cloud of muck released into the pond upon filter restart was rich in hydrogen sulfide, a deadly toxin
to fish, aswell as a soup rich in bacterial toxins. Thereis often a delayed reaction to H2S, similar to that experienced by
human smoke inhalation victims who later get lung infections.

Upon examination, many of the fish had “burnt” looking gills, and all were very red-skinned and very veiny, like the look
of blood poisoning. | believe the fish were suffering through a round of infections secondary to the H2S poisoning.

TREATMENT:
First order of businesswas alight 1 ppm PP (potassium permanganate) treatment to neutralize any remaining hydrogen
sulfide. (1 ppm =4 grams per 1000 gallons. A level measuring teaspoon holds about 8 grams)

Second, several flushing and backwashing cycles of the bead filter to remove any remaining debris or toxins, with a
resulting 30% water change.

Third, maintaining high levels of oxygenation (waterfall flow) for the compromised gill function of the remaining koi.
Fourth, treatment with antibiotics as prescribed by alocal veterinarian for those fish with obvious infections.

Fifth, scheduled a pond cleanout for the fall, when cooler water temps allow higher DO (dissolved oxygen) levels, and
fish will be less stressed by arelocation to drain and clean the pond. Recommended that retrofit bottom drains be added
at that time.

Finally, (and thisisthe moral of the story) — advised PO about some important maintenance items:

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1) Do NOT alow the buildup of debris or muck on the bottom of the pond. If thereis no bottom drain (as with most
AquaScapes type ponds), pond needs to be drained and power washed every year or two, depending on fish load,
leaf and muck buildup, etc.

2) Do NOT stir up clouds of sludge with fish in the pond. Deadly hydrogen sulfide (and clouds of bacteria and other
toxins) are rel eased.

3) Any filter that has been stalled or offline for more than four (4) hours has begun to get toxic. ALWAYSflusha
stalled filter to waste upon restart.

4) 1 also suggest a1 ppm PP treatment after any major maintenance, repairs, or pond or bog cleanouts.

Koi Treats— Pamper your wet pets
(By Laurel Nason)

During the summer months, the koi are voracious eaters and by paying attention to what our koi eat and how
much, goes along way towards keeping them healthy. Pond owners should be feeding their koi a summer staple
food — high in protein and no more than they can devour in 5 minutes. In addition to their staple food, the koi
are very receptive to other treats and it can be enjoyable to watch their reactions when new food is introduced.
Fruits and vegetables that you can feed your koi include romaine |ettuce, soft carrots, green peas (and yes, they
really love the ones from the silver can), orange slices, grapefruit slices, krill, raw shrimp, silkworm pupae,
Cheerios, dry oats, watermelon, and fresh figs. Feed with moderation though and in small amounts to keep your
water quality high and give your koi a chance to figure out what this new food is. Corn is not recommended as
a supplement (your staple food should not list corn as one of the top 3 ingredients) but they will eat it. My koi
do not particularly love carrots but | do supplement the staple food with them but it takes the koi awhile to
warm up to them. On the other hand, a handful of Cheerios, peas and pupae disappears before you can blink.

Ochiba Shigure—Kawarigoi Variety

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(Info provided by 2007 AKCA seminar supplement)
The Ochiba Shigure translated means “ Autumn Leaves Floating on the Water” and was created by breeding a
Chagoi (Non-metallic solid brown, tan or olive green koi) with aNezu Koi (silver grey ogon) resulting in a

grey or blue bodied koi with a chocolate brown or rust pattern which often shows the reticulation on the scales
like an Asagi. The Ochiba comes in full-scale, doitsu (leather) and ginrin scales.

From the Spawn Files

Thisismy third straight season of having aflock spawn — abeit this year, parents were chosen alittle less
randomly but were not the most popular varieties (i.e. Kohaku, Sanke, etc). Very few deformities are present in
the survivors (the eggs were placed into separate 150 woman containers to be reared away from the parent koi)
and some offspring appear to resemble their parents, which is rather exciting to see. Most of the fry were born
around the last week of April/first week of May — the females were not fertile all at the same time. Because of
the small container — growth rates were slower but there were not many instances of Toby Koi —those that grow
at such afast pace because they prey on their brothers and sisters. Thefinal cull for this year will take place
next month and will be separated into 3 categories — Tategoi (potential — maybe up to 10 will make this and
most likely will be kept to study their growth, color and confirmation to assist with future cull decisions), Pond
guality koi (majority) and deformities/culls. Next month’sissue will have an update & pictures of the little wet
pets that will be keepers for another year. There should be some great fish available at thisfall’s SAKA koi
auction and at reasonable prices. Below isasmall sample of the fry. Stay tuned.
