Thingsto See:

Calculating Fish Load in aHard Show Tank

“Fish Points” is used to evaluate the fish biomass in show tanks. Fish points are used to relate various sizes of fish on a
common basis of comparison. Through experience we have determined that a hard show tank should not hold more than
80 points (where atwelve-inch fish isequal to 5 fish points). To help you determine how many tanks you will need at the
show to accommaodate your fish entries, use the form below to calculate your total fish points.

Note that this table has been placed in our show database and during the Koi show; we will run the program to determine
the quality in your show tanks. For your fish’'s safety, if your total fish points are over the maximum, we will ask you to
move some fish to an extratank. You will be charged for the extra tank.

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Featured Articles

Identifying & Solving Water Quality Problems—Part 11
By Ray Jordan
(reprinted from LSK C Sept 07 Newsletter)

Water Changes and Filter Maintenance: Water changes are another critical factor in maintaining the water quality
in our ponds. No matter how efficient our filter systems might be they cannot remove 100% of the waste. Over afairly
short

period of time the amount of organic and inorganic wastes still accumulate and need to be removed from the pond. Water
changes are very important to keeping our water and Koi healthy.

| recommend changing at least 10% and up to 25% or more if water quality requires on aweekly basis. Just topping up
any water |ost from evaporation is not the same as changing water. Pollutants do not evaporate but concentrate as

water evaporates. Pond water is rich in organics and great water for your lawn and garden so please do not waste water by
just flushing it away.

If you have good quality source water very little needs to be donein terms of treatments when changing water. If you are
like most of us and use city water you will need to use a de-chlorinator if you city treated water contains chlorine. Most
city water today uses Chloramine as a disinfectant. With Chloramine treated water you will also need to use water
treatment to remove ammonia. If the water isfrom awell and is good quality the only need is to aerate since well water
contains very little dissolved oxygen. Spraying the new water over the pond, regardless of the source, is a good way to
add some oxygen.

The most effective water changes would involve removing the dirtiest most organic laden water and replacing it with
“fresh” new water. The usual method is to flush and or drain your filter system and bottom drain plumbing of older water
and waste. Depending on your type of filter system design you might need to flush your filter with pond water several
times until the water exiting your filtersis clean and clear. The waste |aden water that you discharge from your filters and
settlement tank should not smell “rotten.” If it does this means you need to clean your filters and do more frequent and
perhaps larger water changes. If you discover that some dirty water is returned to your pond after backwashing your filters
you are forcing your system to work against it's self. Install a bypass that will let you bypass the return to your pond until
you can tell the water has completely cleared of any waste. This might mean you need to backwash your filtersusing a
bypass severa cycles until the water is perfectly clean and then reroute it back to your pond.

Temperature I ssues. Please remember that temperature controls the activity of everything in your pond. For every 10
degrees centigrade in temperature your water increases the bioactivity of everything living in your pond doubles. Oxygen
demand, water changes, and pond/filter maintenance increase as temperature rises and declines as temperature falls. You
will need to be more involved and do more stuff to keep your water quality high in the warmer months than the colder
months.

Feeding: Almost everyone over feeds their Koi. | like to recommend you try cutting the amount you feed by1/3 to % of
the amount and see the difference this one corrective action can make in water quality. If you are the one in athousand
that has a bunch of too skinny Koi then you can try increasing the amount fed alittle bit. The amount to feed daily really
depends on water temperature and the pounds of Koi in your pond. It isimportant to divide the amount fed into several
feedings vs. tossing it al in a one time. Buy fresh Koi food and keep in cool dry location.

Do not buy more Koi food than you can use in 1-2 months. Hungary Koi are heathy Koi. Do not feed at al when water
temps drop below 50F. Also do not have your Koi fed when you are away on vacation. If something goes wrong while out
of town having a clean pond with high water quality will provide you with a safety cushion and more time to get things
corrected pH.

Alkalinity/Hardness: As| stated earlier the source of my water is an underground limestone aquifer. Thisismostly a
good thing for my Koi and water quality. pH runs about 8.4, Alkalinity and hardness are amost off the normal testing
scales. This meansthat it would-be impossible to experience a pH crash in our area unless you never made any water
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changes and we experienced monsoon like rain for weeks at atime. However there are some negativesto our local Texas
water.

Ammoniatoxicity increasesin higher pH water like we have. So it isreally important to insure anmonialevels are
maintained at 0. | also want to warn against trying to alter the pH of your local supply water unlessit will not support fish
living in it. Shifting and unstable pH levels are much more of a hazard and stressor on our Koi than having a stablereading
between 6.7 and 9.0. Learn to work with the pH of your source water impossible vs. trying to adjust it to some “ideal”
reading.

Test Kits: There arelots of different kits you can buy and even very expensive meters. So, what

test kits/devices do you really need and how often should you use them? In our area the most important test kits/devices
are Oxygen, Ammonia, Nitrite, Nitrate and thermometer. If you have very soft water or have significant daily swingsin
pH you would need pH and Hardness test kits as well.

Oxygen Test Kit: Testinitialy and at least monthly to determine your D.O. level. It is amost impossible to reach the
level or saturation especially in warmer water but your pond water should be within 1 PPM at least. If needed add more
aeration. Tip in hard water areas the air stones become clogged and need to be replaced or cleaned every 3-6 monthsto
work efficiently.

Ammonia Test Kit: Testinitially until new pond/filter system cycles and ammonialevels drop to 0 PPM. Test anytime
thereis achange in Koi behavior or interruption in filtration.

Nitrite Test Kit: Test initialy until new pond/filter system cycles and Nitrite levels drop to 0 PPM. Test anytime there
isachangein Koi behavior or interruption in filtration.

Nitrate Test Kit: Test monthly to insure level stays below 20ppm. Increase water changes and/or decrease stocking
level or feeding if necessary.

Thermometer: You need to have an ongoing knowledge of average daily water temperature through out the year. Extra
tip buy a cheap radio shack IR thermometer. IR thermometers give instant readings. Y ou will be surprised how much you
will useit to check the temperature of your refrigerator or BBQ grill, etc.

Final Thoughts: Keeping your Koi healthy doesn’t have to be a major hassle. To keep a properly stocked well designed
pond/filter system correctly maintained should only take on average one to maybe two hours per week. Koi problems are
largely the result of chronic poor water quality caused by overstocking, over feeding, high organic rich water, low D.O.
and not enough water changes or other appropriate pond/filter maintenance. These issues are interrelated and can be
identified and should be corrected before the chronic effects of pollution affect the health of your Koi.

Show Etiquette

Remember a Koi Show is about appreciation of koi, their color and uniqueness. The pride and feeling you have for your
fish are matched by every other koi keeper at the show. By following afew simple courtesies everyone can have a
fulfilling show.
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1) Do not go into the areainside the tanks. Thisareais for the judges and show officials. All fish can be viewed easily
outside the ring of tanks.

2) Do nat disturb, question, or distract the judges while they are working. They have alot to do and the less distractions
they have the better for al participants. Y ou may watch the judging by silently and with respect. Judges often give
instructions on how and why they picked certain fish after the judging is compl eted.

3) Do not point out which fish are your or identify any fish as belonging to anyone. To have fair competition anonymity
of the koi keepers must be maintained.

4) Do not speak ill of anyone'sfish. One person’s eye for beauty is another person’s eye sore.
5) Have your own net (if possible) and have it located by your tank.

6) Do not bring food, drink or anything else over the tanks. A lot of effort is directed towards water quality and fouling
the water in any way is unhealthy for the fish.

7) Keep an eye on your fish to assure they are doing well and not introuble. If you see a problem notify a show official.
