Article II - ELECTIONS  
 
a - By nominations and written ballot, and voted on by the attending general and honorary members.  membership. 
 
Article III - DUTIES OF OFFICERS  
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a. PRESIDENT - Represents the Club and conducts all business at meetings. As necessary, appoints Special Committees and is a non 
voting member of all standing committees. except in the case of a tie. 
 
b. VICE-PRESIDENT - Assists the President and takes over the meeting in the Presidents absence.

b. Or, upon dissolution of this organization assets will be distributed for one or more exempt purposes within the meaning of 

Section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or corresponding section of any future Federal Tax Code, or shall be 
distributed to the Federal Government, or to a state or local government, for public purpose.

 “Green Homes” and Xeriscaped landscapes?  Well, they are not new, but are increasing in popularity.  Green 
Homes will be a rating given to newly constructed homes when they meet certain specifications set forth by the 
EPA.  They’ve named the proposal Water Sense.  In this proposal, our government has decided apparently 
that ponds, fountains and other water features are “purely aesthetic and serve no real purpose” so are 
therefore considered not a good use of water.  We are working with NAPP and other nationally known 
organizations to stop this proposal.  This type of legislation can affect your property value and future 
construction, should you decide to do some home improvement in a new location.  What have we gotten from 
our ponds?  It must be something special that gives us the will to endure algae blooms, water problems, fish 
health concerns, filter backwashing, water changes, and on and on.  Send your views to me* and I will forward 
them to the right agencies, so your voice will be heard. 
  

Ornamental Water Features 4.1.4 - This specification establishes that builders shall not install or 
facilitate the installation of ornamental water features. Ornamental water features are defined as 
fountains, ponds, waterfalls, man-made streams and other decorative water related constructions 
provided solely for aesthetic or beautification purposes. Because these water features serve no 
functional or practical purpose their water use is not considered efficient.
