ACCLIMATING YOUR NEW FISH

New fish, of any origin and pricerange, are“high risk”. They WILL be swapping germswith your existing fish. They may be carrying
“bugs’ (infectious or ganisms) themselves, or, run down or stressed from transport, they may be susceptible to the routine low levels of
parasites and bacteria found even in your healthy pond. Consider developing a quar antine tank (Q-tank) facility, sufficient to effectively
house, treat, and quarantine ALL new fish in. Various mor e sophisticated introduction protocols ar e available and may be advisable when
introducing new fish into your pond (see“ Unquarantine” and “ Q2" protocols). Contact the author for more infor mation.

PLEASE READ THIS ENTIRE PAPER BEFORE PROCEEDING !!!

WHAT THIS PROCEDURE WILL NOT DO:
Thisprotocol isnot designed to curesick fish. It will not eliminate koi herpesvirus (KHV). It guarantees nothing, but givesyou better odds
than just dumping new fish in the pond. CONSIDER THISA BARE MINIMUM.

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WHAT YOU’'LL NEED:
* A tub or pail large enough to comfortably hold your largest new fish (in water) for ten minutes or so, with cover, preferably ableto hold
fiveto ten gallons of fresh clean pond water, for salt dip.
A second tub of fresh clean pond water for rinse and rest, if possible.
e Air pump and stonesfor both tubs, if possible.
« Salt (sodium chloride) for dip- solar salt or rock salt isbest. 1%21bs per 10 gallons of water. DO NOT USE THISSALT DOSE FOR THE
MAIN POND!!

STEP ONE — PRE-TREAT MAIN POND

Have the main pond cleaned up and ready to go in advance of delivering new fish. Remove dead fish, dead plants, and loose bottom debris;
clean and flush settling chambers, pre-filters, bead filters, etc. asnecessary. Perform a 30-50% water change after pond and filter cleanup.
Treat new water with dechlorinator.

STEP TWO — INSPECT NEW FISH

« Fill your treatment tub with fresh clean pond water, adding the salt, and stir until fully dissolved. Keep in shade. Start air stoneif
available. If new fish does not appear stressed by bag or temperature conditions, float bag in tub for at least fifteen minutesto help equalize
water temps a little before unbagging fish. Whilein bag, carefully inspect each fish up close, top and bottom, for the presence of any obvious
parasitesor sores, red streaksin finsor tail, etc, which you may need to treat separately later.

STEP THREE — SALT DIP (removes some surface parasites)
Add enough salt tofirst dip tub to yield about a 2% (two percent) solution (1% Ibs per 10 gallons). Stir until fully dissolved.

Introduce new fish, one at atime, (without any of thetransfer water) into the salt dip tub, with airstoneif possible, for two to three minutes
max, watching them car efully. Thisisa strong salt concentration, that your new fish will probably appear to disiike. Keep the treatment tub
netted or covered to prevent their jumping out. Scoop them out at thefirst sign of “giving up” or “rolling over” ontotheir side. Smaller fish
takelesstimetoreact. Watch them carefully!!.

If second tub with fresh clean pond water isavailable, transfer each fish, after the salt dip, for several minutes until it fully recoversits
senses. |f second tub isnot available, release fish into main pond at once.

STEP FOUR —WATCH FISH!!

Your new fish need sometimeto get used to the new environment. They may want to jump out (who knowswhy!). Consider providing
extra surface cover (float Styrofoam, clean wood boar ds, etc, to cover part of the pond surface). Watch all your fish carefully for thefirst few
weeksfor any signs of distress, such asgulping air, “flashing” off the bottom, isolation, etc., that last for morethan a few days.

Thereareavariety of pond and fish treatments, including quar antine, that are recommended for best results when adding new fish.
However, thisvery simplistic acclimation protocol certainly givesyour new fish more of a fighting chance.

SAKA Letter of Accommodation

SAKA received a letter of thanksfrom the Pima Co. Sheriff’sdepartment. Kudosto Nathan Novak
(Canyon Pondscapes) who went above and beyond the call of duty on behalf of the club and wasthefirst
responder to assist the sheriff’sdepartment in thiseffort.

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Taro Kodama, President of Kodama Koi Farm, hasn’t lost his enthusiasm for Koi! He laughs, and says “We handle
1000’sand 1000’ s of Koi, and it’s like having Christmas every day! The Koi never cease to amaze me with their
beautiful developing colors, and delight me with their antics. Every so often, one brazen baby Koi will surf into the
feeding fray, and steal food from alarge Koi’s mouth! The older Koi seem to tolerate the babies, and babies just get
bolder!

Lifeisn't all fun and games at aKoi Farm, even though everyone on the staff seems to enjoy their jobs. When you look at
the huge facility in Hawaii, it’s hard to image the amount of work and persistence that it took to get there. Taro first
opened Japan Koi Online (JKO) in September, 2000 in California. Hisideawasto try to introduce realy high-quality
Japanese Koi to the American market at afraction of traditional dealer costs by using an auction. Customers could bid on
gorgeous Koi and win them more reasonably, so that many more hobbyists would get to enjoy high-quality Koi.

Everything was going well. Unfortunately, the farm accepted areturn Koi in December of 2001, and it was infected with
KHV. Taro ended up euthanizing his entire stock of 2000 Koi under veterinarian supervision. He bleached the facility,
and started over. Hiswillingness to share his experience and to learn from it saysalot. JKO used their misfortune as the
base for a better protocol to ship disease-free Koi. They whole staff doubled their efforts to recover from the setback, and
soon, they had established JKO as amajor source for healthy Koi. Asthe business grew, the CA location was not large
enough, and in 2006, Taro moved the farm to Hawaii because of the excellent weather, water quality and the ease of
transporting fish from Japan to the states.

Taro learned alot from his experience. Kodama Koi Farm never allows any Koi that has left the property to return. The
water in every tank is kept at atemperature that will allow KHV to emerge, if it exists. The high water temperature aso
allows parasites and bacteria to multiply, so that they can be removed before the Koi are sold. The farm only buys Koi
from their trusted breeders. They buy over 100,000 babies each September, and raise them in Hawaii until they are ready
to besold. All Koi leaving Japan are tested for SV C by the Japanese government and receive a hedth certificate. All Koi
to be sold are separated into specia quarantine tanks for 30 days at the correct water temperature, and each group is tested
for KHV by a State of Hawaii veterinarian. No Koi issold until the farm receives a negative KHV report from the
authorized laboratory.

Taro says that the problem is that diseases can be associated with birds, human transmission and even rainl No matter
how careful heis, diseases may till be transmitted. Some Koi recover from KHV, and they are known to be carriers of
thevirus. Carriers show no symptoms, but can infect the rest of apond. Whenever hobbyists buy Koi —no matter where
they get them from — Taro suggests the following:
1) Have a quarantine tank that isisolated from your pond.
2) Put aKoi from your pond in that tank along with the newly purchased Koi.
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3) Keep the water temperature between 70-80 degrees for 30 days.
4) If the Koi from the pond gets sick, have it tested for KHV.
5) If itisnot KHV, then all the Koi are safe to release in your pond.

“Luckily, finding KHV ispretty ssimple,” says Taro. He continues; “All it takesis 30 days at about 75 degrees. Our farm
will be participating in the Best Health Practices (BHP) program, which is being sponsored by Project KHV to reduce the
spread of KHV in America. We want our farm to be an example for Best Health Practices, and we hope all Koi dealers
will follow the BHP protocols. Now that we have thiswonderful Farm with an exceptional selection of beautiful Koi, we
want everyone to enjoy high-quality Koi from Japan!”
